DICTYBASE GO report for Bar Harbor GO Consortium meeting

In Sept. 2003, dictyBase provided GO with its first annotation file.  Contained in that file were 4170 total annotations, 334 of which were non-IEA.  This reflects 1781 Dictyostelium genes with associations.  dictyBase will now provide GO associations on a regular (weekly or monthly) basis.  
The NAR database issue will include a short report on Dictyostelium genome resources that focuses on dictyBase and highlights its use of GO.

Pascale has revised a rich anatomy for Dicty which is available on OBO.  In an experiment to assess the use of cross products between GO ontologies and the Dictyostelium anatomy ontology, it was possible to eliminate a separate development ontology by combining anatomy terms with GO process terms.  dictyBase would be happy to present the results of this experiment at a future meeting.
