What We Had

Contradictory and bad information:

@ The stated licensing terms are contradictory

e Public domain
e “Free” but invariant language

o Software, documentation, and data are conflated

o Licenses for software and documents are not appropriate for
each other
e Software licenses need to be treated separately

@ Licenses can mean different things different places

@ GO data was publicly described as not open.
